What is Critical Infrastructure?
• “The physical facilities, supply chains, information

technologies and communication networks which, if
destroyed, degraded or rendered unavailable for an
extended period, would significantly impact on the
social or economic well-being of the nation, or affect
Australia’s ability to conduct national defence and
ensure national security”.

• Examples: communications, finance, food supplies,
energy, utilities, emergency services, defence and
intelligence facilities.



National Information Infrastructure

National Information Infrastructure is a subset
of critical infrastructure. It is made up of the
electronic systems that underpin critical
services such as telecommunications,
transport and distribution, energy and utilities,
and banking and finance.
